A jigsaw puzzle is a game in which you have to put together many pieces to make a picture. Each piece has a small part of the picture on it. The pieces have unusual shapes and fit together to complete the whole image. Jigsaw puzzles are believed to have been around for more than 250 years, and are still a popular pastime around the world.

Most experts agree that the first jigsaw puzzle was produced around 1760 by a man named John Spilsbury. He lived in London, England, and made maps for a living. Spilsbury’s jigsaw was not planned to be a toy. The original design was for teaching geography to British schoolchildren. Teachers and students liked them, so jigsaw puzzles remained mainly educational tools until about 1820.

The first jigsaws were made of wood. Cardboard ones appeared in the late nineteenth century, and were generally simple puzzles that could easily be solved by children. The 1920s and 1930s were a golden age for jigsaws. Companies in Britain and America began producing all kinds of picture puzzles, many of them designed for adults. The most popular pictures were those of beautiful scenery and new technological developments, especially in transportation. Millions of people still enjoy jigsaw puzzles today. Many find them a great way to reduce stress.
