VII. 閱讀測驗

We often hear the saying “When in Rome, do as the Romans do,” especially when in foreign places that we don’t know well. Many people visiting a country for the first time don’t know much about its customs and traditions. This could lead to confusion about how to act, or try local people’s patience with embarrassing behavior.

So why is it Rome, and not Paris, Tokyo, or New York? It is believed the expression comes from a story about the Roman Empire after it had become Christian. A church leader in Milan was about to visit Rome on a mission, and had heard that religious practices there were different. A more experienced leader said that he followed different customs in each city, and advised his colleague to do the same.

Because the expression has been so widely used, it is generally shortened to “When in Rome” in everyday conversation. Also, it can be used to refer to any place, not just Rome, and in other situations besides traveling. Simply put, it means the same as another expression: “Going with the flow.” That just means doing something because it’s what everyone else is doing. So, if you’re ever sitting at a table sharing some very strange food with others, you’d better eat it, even if it looks horrible.
