你的報告很明顯地跟蕾貝卡的相似，對此事你作何解釋？

例 What is the punch line of this joke? I don’t see anything funny at all.
這個笑話的笑點在哪裡？我一點也看不出來哪裡好笑。

It was a long and interesting story, but the punch line was a bit lame.

例 The Starbucks on Lime Avenue is the one in which I met your mother.

Joyce is exactly the kind of woman with whom I’d love to spend my life.
喬伊絲正是那種我會想要與她共度此生的女性。

例 If you were true to yourself, you would realize that it is Lily, not Ida, that you love.

VII. 閱讀測驗

In the first half of the twentieth century, one of the biggest comedy acts in America was a family group from New York known as the Marx Brothers. They were known by their nicknames. There were five brothers in total, but two of them, Gummo and Zeppo, rarely performed. The rest, none of whom looked similar to each other, appeared in many movies together. They were called Chico, Harpo, and Groucho.

Chico was a talkative man with a funny face. He often wore ridiculous looking hats. Harpo was named after his ability to play a musical instrument called a harp. He had wild curly hair, and never spoke at all in the movies. Groucho had a big nose, large black eyebrows, a mustache and glasses. He was always coming out with memorable puns and playful punch lines.

The Marx Brothers’ early career was in stage shows. When talking movies appeared, they moved to Hollywood. They made thirteen films between 1929 and 1949, including Duck Soup, A Night at the Opera, and A Day at the Races. Some of the films were based on the brothers’ stage shows, which gave them an opportunity to “test” the jokes before an audience. After their last film, Chico and Harpo retired, but Groucho went on to star in a radio and TV game show called You Bet Your Life.
