VII. 閱讀測驗

Chief Seattle was one of the leaders of a group of Native Americans known as the Suquamish tribe. He was born in 1786 in a village known as Old-Man-House. It was located on one of the islands near what is now Seattle, Washington, a city named after the chief. He was six years old when Captain George Vancouver, who gave his name to a Canadian city and island, brought his ship close to the Suquamish lands. It was the people’s first meeting with Europeans.

The Suquamish had lived in this part of North America for about 10,000 years. Their name means “people of the clear salt water.” They traditionally depended on the sea for their food. They mainly traveled by canoe and went long distances to find food. Their canoes were cut from a single log of the cedar tree.
As he grew up, Chief Seattle saw more and more Europeans come to take over the land where his people lived. Their ancient lifestyle slowly changed as the US government forced them to accept new ways. In 1855, the chief led other tribal leaders in signing an agreement. The Suquamish gave up ownership of their lands, and in return were promised protection of their fishing and hunting rights, as well as health care, education and a reservation to live on.
