Did you know that films have been shown on flights for almost as long as flying has been shown in films? In fact, the first “in-flight movie” was in 1921, on a plane belonging to a company called Aeromarine Airways. It flew over Chicago, and a short film called Howdy Chicago was shown to its passengers. This was the start of a long tradition of in-flight entertainment to keep people from getting bored on planes.

For a long time, however, most entertainment on flights consisted of reading or looking out of the window. It wasn’t until the 1960s that electronic entertainment systems became more widespread. Trans World Airlines was the first company to have headsets for passengers to listen to music on. It was during this time that in-flight movies became more commonly available.

Today, almost all large aircraft offer in-flight entertainment options. “Wide-bodied” planes like the Boeing 747 usually have personal systems, with screens on the back of the seat in front of each passenger. There are plenty of films to choose from, as well as music choices and even video games. One popular modern video channel on flights is the moving map system. A map is shows the position of the plane, along with information about its speed, height, and the distance from its destination.
