VII. 閱讀測驗

Children in the central English city of Birmingham are being taught how to write graffiti. With the support of the government, a charity called Free at Last is showing them how to do it properly. Rather than graffiti, they call the legal activity “aerosol art,” an aerosol being another name for a can of spray paint. An expert called David Fenton, who used to paint a lot of illegal graffiti, has taught a group of 11-15-year-olds how to express their creativity instead of just committing acts of vandalism.

Under Fenton’s instruction, the children have painted an old bus, transforming it into a colorful work of art. Music-making and recording equipment has been put on the bus, and it functions as a mobile studio. Fenton now teaches his skills to young people all over the region, offering them tips on how to produce good art using spray cans. He says it takes a lot of practice to handle a spray can correctly. The hardest thing to learn is how to put only light pressure on the can in order to write or draw thin lines. Also, he encourages artists to use strong, bright colors, which don’t have to be “real”. Black hair can be blue in graffiti art, for example. Most importantly, pictures made with spray paint should be big, on a surface at least two meters high.
