VII. 閱讀測驗

“Sunset and evening star, And one clear call for me! And may there be no moaning of the bar, When I put out to sea.” This is the first verse of an 1889 work called ‘Crossing the Bar” by the famous poet Alfred Tennyson. The “bar” is a bar of sand, such as is often found in shallow sea water close to land, especially near the mouth of a river. The “moaning” is the sound of the waves as they crash over the bar.

This poem is not about sailing, however. Tennyson makes use of this idea to consider the approach of death. In fact, he wrote the poem three years before he died, and shortly after suffering an illness while on a boat at sea. The sandbar represents the line between the “river of life” and the endless deep ocean beyond, which stands for the sleep of death. In the poem, Tennyson hopes that for him there will be no sound of waves on the bar, because the water will be deep enough for him to cross easily. In other words, he would rather have a quiet death.

Despite its topic, “Crossing the Bar” is an optimistic work. Tennyson was a religious man. Later in the poem he expresses his belief that he will meet his creator after he has crossed the bar.
