VII. 閱讀測驗

In the ancient world, disease was a serious problem. One out of three babies died before they were a year old, and half of all children never reached the age of ten. Hardly anyone lived past the age of fifty. It was a time when people believed illness was caused by supernatural things, such as magic and evil spirits. But there were a few people, for example in ancient Greece, who thought about ways of using scientific methods to understand disease.
In about 460 BC, a child called Hippocrates was born on the Greek island of Kos. He grew up to become the first western doctor to understand how the human body worked, and to realize the importance of good nutrition for health. Hippocrates wrote ten books about medicine and surgery as they were known in his time, and also became leader of the most famous medical school in ancient Greece.

Hippocrates is still regarded as beyond a doubt the “father” of western medicine, even though many of his theories have been shown to be wrong. When new doctors graduate from medical school, they make a spoken promise to work for the good of the patient and to do him or her no harm. The words they speak were written by Hippocrates, and are known as the “Hippocratic Oath.”
